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The theme of this year’s Kollel Dinner is “Always.” 
The barometer to gauge the strength of our 

Yiddishkeit is the consistency and constancy that we apply to our 
observance. When we are consistent then we are truly dedicated, 
devoted, and loyal.

Every day in Shacharis we cite the verse, “You chose Avraham… and 
you found his heart ‘ne’eman.’” Rav Mattisyahu Salomon explains 
the word ‘ne’eman’ (loyal) in this verse as ‘consistent.’ This was the 
hallmark of our Patriarch: Unwavering, unfaltering, consistent.

This concept of ‘always,” or “tamid” in Hebrew, is fundamental to our 
service of Hashem. It has been observed that the Shulchan Aruch 
(Code of Jewish law and daily practice) begins with the word “tamid” 
in Chapter 1, and concludes, in Chapter 697, with the same word 
“tamid,” underscoring the vital need for consistency in our daily 
practice.

A “Yungerman,” (a young man who is a Talmid Chacham) who 
diligently devotes his energy and his life to the study of Torah, is 
referred to as a “masmid,” a derivative of the word “tamid.” His 
commitment is absolute and never ending. This consistency indeed 
is the hallmark of a yungerman.

In his commentary to Pirkei Avos, the Rambam teaches a fascinating 
idea in his elucidation of the Mishnah (3:19), “And everything 
depends on the abundance of good deeds.” It is better, he writes, 
to give 100 golden coins to charity in 100 separate acts then to 
donate all of them at once. More important than a single act of 
considerable proportion is the preponderance of frequent acts of 
lesser proportion.

May we all merit to serve Hashem in a consistent and unfaltering 
manner.

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At the end of Parshas Beha’alosecha, the Torah 
describes the qualitative difference between the 

level of prophecy achieved by Moshe Rabbeinu and the level of 
all other prophets. 

הוא” נאמן  ביתי  בכל  משה  עבדי  כן   Not so is My servant“ – “לא 
Moshe; in My entire house he is ’ne’eman.’”

‘Ne’eman’ is typically translated as ‘loyal,’ but that would not 
seem to fit the context here. How does the virtue of loyalty, 
as worthy as it is, determine the enhanced level of prophecy 
Moshe reached?

Explains the Rashbam, ‘ne’eman’ in this context is to be 
understood as ‘steadfast.’ In seeking a close relationship with 
Hashem, the most important factor is to be engaged in that 
relationship no matter the circumstances. To not be shaken 
from your purpose, your goal. ‘Ne’emanus’ – ‘steadfastness’ 
means to give it your best shot, your devoted effort, always.

This quality of ‘ne’emanus’ is what we have seen in our 
yungerleit over the course of this turbulent past year. Come 
what may, whether studying in-person or remotely, their Torah 
learning has always been at the highest level.

And this is what we have learned about our supporters as well. 
Despite an uncertain financial climate, lessening support for 
the Kollel just wasn’t an option. They were steadfast, sticking to 
their goal of promoting Torah in Minneapolis.

Ultimately, this attribute is the foundation for our relationship 
with Hashem, as well as with the Kollel and its many supporters.
